 11 October 1878 Eng. 2pp 
 Postal order of £1 for the dispensation of Barry and to be returned to him. 

 KIR/NC/2/1878/16 Draft letter from Dr. Kirby to the Lord Primate [Daniel  
 Item McGettigan, Archbishop of Armagh] 
 8 November 1878 Eng. 2pp 
 Kirby has met the Pope following the death of Cardinal Cullen. The Pope  
 stated that he knew Cullen well in his earlier years and that he wept when  
 he read Cullen's last letter to him. 

 KIR/NC/2/1878/17 Draft letter from Dr. Kirby to 'Figlia in G + C' [Daughter in  
 Item Christ] 
 15 November 1878 Ital. 2pp 
 Kirby offers spiritual advice and praises the monastic life.

 Item 1879 Eng. 1p 
 A collection is being made by Lady Herbert, amongst the English and Irish  
 Catholics in Rome, to present Dr. Newman with vestments and altar-plate  
 to mark his elevation to Cardinal. 

 KIR/NC/2/1879/2 Copy of petition drafted by Dr. Kirby and response from J. B.  
 Item Agnozzi, Secretary, Propaganda 
 19 January 1879 Lat. 2pp 
 Mrs Nimimo of the Diocese of Southwark seeks indulgences for her  
 oratory. 

 KIR/NC/2/1879/3 Draft letter from Dr. Cullen to [possibly the Archbishop of  
 Item Dublin] 
 18 April 1879 Eng. 2pp 
 Kirby refers to the case of a young man named 'B' [Bourke], a student for  
 the Dublin Diocese, who travelled from Rome with his uncle the 'Rev. Mr  
 L.'. He has been shown a letter which brings shame on so young a man. Dr.  
 Woodlock, Dr. Moran and the Primate are all due shortly in Rome. The  
 schismatical Patrick Kupelian has submitted to the Holy See having made a  
 retreat with the Redemptorists Fathers. Kirby notes that the letter was not  
 sent.

 Item 27 May 1879 Eng. 2pp 
 Kirby sends a prize to be used in a bazaar. The Pope sends his blessing for  
 their good work. He sends regards to Miss Kinsella and Rev. Dunphy their  
 PP. 
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 KIR/NC/2/1879/5 Draft letter from Dr. Kirby to Monsignor Fausti, [Segretaria  
 Item del Vicariato] 
 2 June 1879 Ital. 4pp 
 Kirby replies to a letter which he received today. He discusses the case of  
 Mr Hyde, a Protestant minister who was considering converting to  
 Catholicism. Hyde had some doubts but was unable to get an interview  
 with the Holy See to discuss them - he approached Kirby who was unable  
 to remove the doubts especially with regards to infallibility.

 Kirby sends faculties which he has just received.

 Letter concerned with the appointment of a deputy to the Pia Casa di  
 Carita in Borgo S. Agata. Mentions Cardinal Patrizi who made the  
 nomination in 1874 and Sig. Card. Raffael, Monaco La Vallella, Vicario di S. 
  S. 

 KIR/NC/2/1879/8 Draft letter from Dr. Kirby to Mr Bourke 
 Item 8 August 1879 Eng. 4pp 
 Kirby regrets that he cannot offer Bourke a letter of recommendation to the 
  Archbishop because he has come to the conclusion that Bourke does not  
 have a vocation for the priesthood. He refers to a crime which Bourke  
 admitted in a letter to another in Rome. He suggests that many attain  
 respectability, by their good conduct and application to their duties in a lay 
  profession.

 Item 16 August 1879 Ital. 8pp 
 Kirby explains a case involving an Irishwoman whom he knows. This  
 woman has assisted a poor Irish girl and a young man named Costanza  
 Perrott. The case surrounds debts incurred by Perrott while studying in a  
 religious institute.

 27 September 1879 Eng. 2pp 
 Kirby is pleased that a resolution has been passed by the Bishop and  
 Canons of Ardagh and Clonmacnoise to erect a memorial to the late Dr.  
 Conroy.

 Item 26 December 1879 Ital. 2pp 
 Kirby discusses the negative effects of English government policy on  
 Ireland. 

 KIR/NC/2/1880/1 Draft report by Dr. Kirby into the Land Question in Ireland 
 Item [circa 1880] Ital. Eng. 5pp 
 Kirby provides a twenty-point summery of the main issues of the Land  
 Question. He summarizes the cause and effects of the Devon Commission  
 of 1845; the Encumbered Estates Act; absentee landlordism; Gladstone's  
 reforms of 1870; O'Connell; evictions and rent increases; the Tenant League 
  and Parnell; failure of the potato harvests in the years 1877 to 1879; the  
 formation of the Land league in 1879 by Parnell; foreign aid from America  
 and Canada; Secretary Lowther's insufficient relief bill; figures for evicted  
 families between 1877 and 1882, 'the land grabber system' and 'Boycotting'. 
  [Report intersperses English with Italian]

 Item Parliament. Kirby notes that question was asked. 
 14 June [1880] Eng. 1p 
 Errington draws attention to the Italian Government's plans to expropriate  
 part of the property of the cosmopolitan College of the Propaganda on  
 terms almost equivalent to confiscation. He asks for intervention on behalf  
 of Catholic subjects of Her Majesty.

 Item Parliament. Kirby notes that motion was deferred. 
 22 June [1880] Eng. 1p 
 Errington asks that the Queen will enter into negotiations with the King of  
 Italy in order to secure the property rights of British subjects in light of the 
  proposed confiscations of College of Propaganda property.

 Camassei has been instructed by the Cardinal Vicar to write to Kirby. He  
 informs him that issues relating to Ireland will be published in a Catholic  
 journal in Rome and asks for Kirby's observations and backing. Kirby is  
 pleased that the scourge of famine and the plight of the poor in Ireland will  
 be highlighted.

 Kirby requests a Papal Audience in order to present three volumes about

 Kirby notes that he sent in total £8 to Elisa Butler. Beccare wishes [Kirby]  
 a happy Christmas and asks for charity.

 Item 14 April 1880 Eng. 1p 
 Invitation to attend the funeral service for Miss Eliza McBride to be  
 celebrated in the Church of S.S. Vincenzo ed Anastasia near the Fountain of 
  Trevi.

 Bishop William Power of St. John's Newfoundland seeks permission to  
 celebrate the Pontifical Mass.

 Item 31 May and 20 June 1880 Eng. 6pp 
 Kirby is pleased that Nimmo's box has arrived and that she was pleased  
 with the articles contained therein.

Includes a letter from an unidentified person writing from  
 Highbury New Park, London to Nimmo concerning the late arrival of the  
 box.

 Bishop George Butler of Limerick asks that the faculties of William  
 MacDonnell be withdrawn and that he be transferred.

 Item 11 August 1880 Eng. 1p 
 The staff and students have moved from Rome due to the oppressive heat.  
 He hopes that Reynold's vacation in the country will revive her.  
 [incomplete letter] 

 KIR/NC/2/1880/14 Draft report by Kirby on a speech made by the Bishop of  
 Item Kerry as reported in 'The Freeman's Journal'. 
 21 September 1880 Ital. 3pp 
 Kirby reports on the sermon delivered by the Bishop following his  
 announcement that due to the famine and difficult harvest the annual Peter's 
  Pence collection would be made on the first Sunday of October instead of  
 the normal Sunday. Sermon focuses on the collection and the position of  
 the Pope.

 Offers spiritual advice instructing her to observe the direction of her  
 excellent superiors. Includes printed card depicting the Blessed Virgin.

 Kirby notes the dates of death of Cardinal Cullen, William Meagher of  
 Rathmines and Archbishop Edward MacCabe [in connection with  
 inheritance]. Michael Verdon, the heir of Cardinal Cullen, is mentioned.

 Item hand]. 
 22 June 1883 Eng. 3pp 
 Kirby has discovered that 'one of the public men who took upon  
 themselves to stigmatize …. the circular latterly issued by the S.  
 Congregation of Propaganda' is about to stand for election in Monaghan. He 
  hopes that 'the proper ecclesiastical authorities' will voice their indignation  
 against this candidate. 

 KIR/NC/2/1883/4 Draft letter from Dr. Kirby to Rev. O'Sullivan 
 Item 12 July 1883 Eng. 9pp 
 Kirby states that Canon Menghini is an excellent lawyer and he advises  
 O'Sullivan on the steps he should take concerning legal documents from  
 Propaganda. He should write in person to Cardinal Prefect Simeoni  
 informing him of his decision to use an 'avvocato' but should not mention  
 Kirby's name. However Kirby concludes by asking O'Sullivan if he should  
 not, for the sake of peace, set aside his litigation which is painful to his  
 bishop, the Holy See and the authorities.

 Item 14 September 1883 Eng. 1p 
 Kirby notes that he has been granted faculties to send apostolic blessings to 
  persons outside Ireland as well as within and to send gifts in the Pope's  
 name. 

 KIR/NC/2/1883/6 Draft letter from Dr. Kirby to a Cardinal 
 Item 12 November 1883 Ital. 1p 
 Kirby invites the Cardinal to a dinner at which the American bishops will  
 attend. 

 KIR/NC/2/1883/7 Newspaper clipping from 'The Cork Examiner' of printed letter 
 Item  from Dr. Kirby to William Delany, Bishop of Cork. 
 16 November 1883 Eng. 1p 
 Kirby acknowledges the receipt of £600 Peter's Pence from the Diocese of  
 Cork which he has presented to the Holy See. He notes that Cork never  
 fails to present its contribution. Mentions Canon Patrick Lyons, Treasurer  
 and Honorary Secretary of the Peter's Pence Association.

 Document concerned with the appointment of an Auxiliary Bishop to  
 Cardinal MacCabe of Dublin. Propaganda wish to appoint a co-adjutor  
 bishop 'cum iure successionis'. Mentions an article in 'The Times'  
 newspaper and MacCabe's own appointment as Auxiliary to Cardinal

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 KIR/NC/2/1884/1 Draft note by Dr. Kirby 
 Item [1884] Ital. 1p 
 Kirby notes an offering by the seminarians of Holy Cross College in Dublin 
  of £272.15s on the occasion of the three hundredth anniversary of S. Carlo  
 Boromeo. 

 KIR/NC/2/1884/2 Draft letter from Dr. Kirby addressed to 'My dear Baron' [not  
 Item in Kirby's hand] 
 9 January 1884 Eng. 4pp 
 Kirby hopes that the Baroness and her eldest son are restored to health and 
  he offers spiritual comfort. He also advises the Baron that a German  
 education is not solid and that he would do better to move his sons  
 elsewhere.

 Item 30 January 1884 Eng. 1p 
 Kirby notes that he must ask [favours for] the nuns of New Ross, Sydney,  
 Harbour Grace and Ricorso from Drogheda.

 Item  in Kirby's hand] 
 1 February 1884 Eng. 1p 
 Draft dinner invitation 

 KIR/NC/2/1884/5 Draft notes by Dr. Kirby on the subject of Masses offered 
 Item March 1884 Ital. 1p 
 Mentions sums of money, numbers of Masses and 'la Cap[]a di Genzano' 

 KIR/NC/2/1884/6 Draft letter from Dr. Kirby to Cardinal [MacCabe] 
 Item 20 March 1884 Eng. 4pp 
 Kirby has communicated the Cardinal's and the Archbishop of Tuam's  
 observations concerning Sister Mary Francis Clare Cusack to Propaganda.  
 They assured him that she will be counselled to return to the Bishop of  
 Nottingham and wait for some years before bringing up her plans again.  
 Kirby has been privately informed that Dr. Moran has definitely been  
 appointed Archbishop of Sydney. He hopes that this appointment of an  
 Irish bishop will restore the confidence of the Irish hierarchy, clergy and  
 laity which had been weakened by previous appointments in that country.

 Kirby has received so many letters from the bishops, priests and laity  
 concerning the appointment of a Coadjutor for the Diocese of Cork that he  
 now summarizes the main points. He mentions the Queen's College,  
 correspondence from Fr William Linehar, the nomination of Monsignor  
 Neville, the need for a seminary in Cork and the Dominicans. 

 KIR/NC/2/1884/8 Draft letter from Dr. Kirby addressed to 'My dear and beloved  
 Item Baron' 
 20 May 1884 Eng. 4pp 
 Kirby looks forward to the recipient's trip to Rome and hopes that he will  
 choose to convert to Catholicism. He offers extensive spiritual advice  
 discussing, in particular, Infallibility. 

 KIR/NC/2/1884/9 Draft letter from Dr. Kirby to Cardinal Simeoni. 
 Item 26 June 1884 Ital. 1p 
 Kirby accepts the invitation to dine with Cardinal Simeoni following the  
 consecration of the new Coadjutor of Cork. 

 KIR/NC/2/1884/10 Draft copy of document, above which, Dr. Kirby has written  
 Item '+ Ap. Cashel' and the date. Document entitled 'A few remarks 
  on the parag[ra]ph com[men]cing with the words: "He  
 established but one constitution"' [not in Kirby's hand] 
 18 August 1884 Eng. 4pp 
 The document discusses theological points concerned with church  
 authority and concludes by requesting the recipient to 'clearly and plainly  
 speak out your Catholic sentiments on this subject'. Such a declaration  
 'might serve as a means of rebutting any complaints wh[ich] might be  
 brought before the competent authorities, now that the above words are  
 being carried by the press to the ends of the earth?'

 Item B. Gesu] 
 19 August 1884 Ital. 5pp 
 Kirby mentions preparations for the Feast of the Assumption, an ancient  
 image of the Madonna in a Franciscan church and an image of D. Salvatore. 

 KIR/NC/2/1884/12 Draft letter from Dr. Kirby to the Bishop of Adelaide 
 Item 22 August 1884 Eng. 3pp 
 Kirby, in a humorous note to the Bishop, reminds him that he has 12,00  
 francs belonging to him which if not claimed will be used for the benefit of  
 the poor suffering nuns. 
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 KIR/NC/2/1884/13 Holograph letter from Ant. Agliardi, Rome addressed to  
 Item 'Eccellenza R[]ma' 
 24 September 1884 Ital. 1p 
 Agliardi is being sent by the Holy See to the missions in India. He offers  
 his appreciation to the students of the Irish College. [this letter incorrectly  
 appears amongst draft letters] 

 KIR/NC/2/1884/14 Draft letter from Dr. Kirby, Tivoli to Suor Maria Virginia 
 Item 2 October 1884 Ital. 2pp 
 Kirby is concerned for the recipient and states that he is hurrying back to  
 Rome and offers her advice. 

 KIR/NC/2/1884/15 Copy of letter offering spiritual advice [not in Dr. Kirby's hand] 
 Item 14 October 1884 Eng. 2pp 
 The writer informs the recipient that her marriage is valid, as the Catholic  
 Church acknowledges marriages between Protestants, that she is still the  
 lawful wife of her husband and that his cohabiting with another places him  
 in 'a state of foul and disgraceful concubinage.' 

 KIR/NC/2/1884/16 Draft letter from Dr. Kirby to the Bishop of Limerick 
 Item 20 November 1884 Eng. 4pp 
 Kirby informs the Bishop that he has presented the Peter's Pence to the  
 value of £774.7s.8d to the Pope. Kirby praises the work of the Pope in the  
 face of his continual confinement within the walls of the Vatican.

J. Silke or 
are anonymous. They were written in order to either date the document in question or to give an 
overview of authors and contents. These notes have been removed from the collection and have 
therefore been recorded here.

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Appendix 3: Response from Sydney Archdiocesan Archives to query regarding 
‘unaccounted for’ New Collection letters. 
 
During cataloguing a question arose as to Cullen to Kirby letters dating from 1858, the year of Cullen’s 
physical and mental collapse. What is unusual is that the original letters from this period have not survived 
but in their place are edited extracts written by Archbishop Moran on Manly College notepaper. The dates of 
the letters in 1858 are- 27th and 30th March; 10th and 21st April; 6th May; 10th, 27th and 28th June; 2nd and 4th 
July; 3rd August; 6th and 9th September. 
 
In October 2009 a query was sent to Pauline Garland, Archivist, Sydney Archdiocesan Archives 
concerning these letters which it was hoped might have survived with Cardinal Moran’s papers there. The 
search was not successful: 
 
“Dear Martin, 
Thank you for your recent request regarding correspondence of Cullen to Kirby. I am aware that the 
Pontifical Irish College Archives has corresponded with Sydney Archdiocesan Archives on previous 
occasions regarding Cullen documents that may have been removed from your Archives by Cardinal Moran, 
and are thought to be held in the Sydney Archdiocesan Archives. An extensive search of Moran and Kirby’s 
papers has been conducted on your behalf and regrettably none of the documents in question with these 
requests have been located. Unfortunately we are not able assist you further in this matter.
