I The Pontifical Irish College has been
IrelandOs National Seminary in Rome since
1628. Past pupils minister as priests in parishes
all over Ireland, the English speaking world and
beyond. Today the College is home to sixty
seminarians and priests. It is the centre of reli-
gion and culture for the Irish community in
Rome. Visitors to the city come to the College
to participate in the celebration of Sunday Mass
and each year almost 200 Irish couples cele-
brate their weddings there.

I The College is located within the historic
walled centre of Rome, in the shadow of the
Papal Cathedral of St John Lateran, within five
minutes walk of the Coliseum.

! The College building has recently been
renovated and its 35 en suite rooms may be
used for single or double occupancy. There are
two chapels, a tea room, swimming pool, tennis
court and a large shaded garden. The roof top
garden affords a panoramic view of Rome.
During the summer months, young Irish univer-
sity students come to the College to take care of
the pilgrims.

! During their stay at the lIrish College,
pilgrims  attend an audience with Pope
Benedict XVI, visit St PeterOs Basilica, the
Vatican, the catacombs, Spanish Steps, Trevi
Fountain, Piazza Navona etc. Many groups
travel outside Rome for a day trip to locations

such as Assisi, the PopeOs summer residence at

Castelgandolfo, Montecassino, Florence,
Pompeii, Tivoli gardens or Siena.
